Successful Exhibitor must be chosen from prize winners. Points to determine the Most Successful Exhibitor overall are awarded as follows: 3 points for a Best 
Exhibit, 3 points for a Champion, 3 points for 1st, 2 points for 2nd, 1 point for 3rd. In the event of a tie, the winner is the one with the most 1st prizes.
